Preparing and 

frequently serving more than 2,000 meals a day, the soup kitchen also distributes 

household items and operates a shower program, food pantry, children's tutoring 

and art therapy program. Additionally, its Earthworks Urban Farm produces 

vegetables for Detroit's hungry. Last year's SOCK dinner raised more than 

$370,000.
